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English Major Requirements

Major Requirements: Forty semester hours (ten courses) in English, including ENG 205 and sixteen
hours (four courses) at the 300 or 400 level in an area of concentration developed by the student with
guidance from a faculty advisor. Students also must fulfill the following distribution requirements: one
course in British literature before 1660, one course in British literature after 1660, one course in
American literature, and one course in theoretical or interdisciplinary studies. At least two of the
courses covering the distribution requirements must be at the 300 or 400 level.

Keeping your major on track: Students should meet with their advisors at least once a year to discuss
the development of their major. To help keep track of the major requirements the following should also
be keptin mind as a preliminary checklist:
